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Program in Elementary School Teacher Education

This program offers courses for students to learn about the theories
and practice of education, with a special focus on elementary school
education. When students become juniors, they are asked to choose
one of the following two majors. The Learning Development Major aims
to develop teachers not only equipped with basic knowledge and skills,
but also with a deep understanding of and significant skills for the

teaching profession, including “special activities,” classroom
management, student counseling, and moral education. The
Curriculum and Instruction Development Major aims to develop
teachers with a deep understanding of and significant skills for
teaching subjects through both theoretical and practical study as
well as research on subject content and methodology.

Program in Special Needs School Teacher Education

One of the most distinctive features of our program is that we require students
to obtain all five specialty areas (visual impairments, hearing impairments,
intellectual disabilities, physical disabilities, and health impairments) of the
special needs school teaching certificate. Students are required to take
courses on the psychology, physiology, and pathology of children
with disabilities, curricula in special needs education, and teaching

methodologies for children with disabilities so that they are able to acquire
a wide range of knowledge and skills in special needs education. In
addition, students need to take courses on speech and language disorders,
learning disabilities, attention deficit hyperactivity disorder, autism, etc.
to broaden their knowledge of the disabilities that are not included in the
five specialty areas of the special needs school teaching certificate.
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The aim of this program is to develop experts who can accurately grasp
changes in society and realize the future of science education.

The Program in Mathematics Education is a fundamental component
in the development of lifelong learning and a science-based society.

Program in Psychology

The Program in Psychology provides students with a broad understanding
of the human mind. Students in our program study the main subject areas
of psychology, including cognitive psychology, psychology of learning,
social psychology, educational psychology, developmental psychology,
and clinical psychology. In addition, this program offers courses for
experimental and other research designs, psychological assessment and
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data analysis, and English reading comprehension of psychological
literature. Through these learning experiences, students can
systematically master various areas of psychology, uncover the structure
of the mind, and acquire the ability to solve psychological problems. For
their graduation research project, all students review previous research,
conduct their own research, and write up their findings.
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
