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Attached are the request forms for the scholarship payments for the first semester of the
academic year 2024. Please fill in the required fields of the form and submit it to the office of
their program after obtaining their supervisor’s confirmation by April 19th (Fri). (All the
doctoral students must submit the request form in any case.)
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1. SZFAHEZE / Outline
(1) Z#4 / Amount
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The amount is up to the equivalent to the tuition, and the annual amount is 540,000 yen
(for half period: 270,000 yen) at the maximum. (Tax exempt, Benefit type scholarship)
Those who are approved for the tuition fee exemption (Full or Half tuition fee exemption),
the amount is decided based on that result.

(2) Z#a*xt5: / Eligible students
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The eligibility for the scholarship is to be doctoral students enrolled in the Graduate
School of Advanced Science and Engineering, Hiroshima University (including students
of the former graduate school) within the standard period of study.

Even adult students who have salary income are eligible for this scholarship. Before
submitting the request forms, confirm your company’s regulations.

(3) Z#axt54+ Ineligible students
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Even for the students stated above, this scholarship is not eligible for those who receive
a non-refundable scholarship or research scholarship whose monthly amount is exceeding
100,000 yen from the national or local governments, corporations, or foreign governments
etc.
(e.g.: Japanese Government (MEXT) Scholarship students, Foreign Government
Scholarship students, JSPS research fellowship for young scientists, HU fellowship)

(4) XA / Payment period
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The payment period is for 36 months or shorter after entering the doctoral program.
However, no payment will be made for the period of leave of absence.

(5) #5571k | Method of payment
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Based on the request form, the payment will be made by bank transfer to the account
specified by the recipient. The payment will be made semi-annually at the end of May and
the end of November.

However, for those who have applied for the tuition fee exemption, the payment will be
made at the end of August or the end of January after the tuition fee exemption is
approved.

(6) Z#A1EIE - i3E / Suspension of payment and return
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If you decide to be selected for HU Fellowship after receiving this scholarship, you will
be required to return the scholarship.
In the case that any actions stipulated in Article 5 of the Hiroshima University Student
Disciplinary Regulations are observed, the payment may be suspended and the recipient
may be required to return the scholarship by the decision of the graduate school.
